MAHARASHTRA ORDINANCE Ko. ......OF 20628,
AN ORDINANCE
further to amend the Maharashtra Public Trust Act, 1950,
WHEREAS both. Houses of the State Legislature are not in session;

AND WHEREAS the Governor of Maharashtra is satisfied that
circumstances exist which render it necessary for him to take\immediate
action further to amend the Maharashtra Public Trust Act, 1950, for the
purposes hereinafter appearing ;
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NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (1) of
article 213 of the Constitution of India, the Governor of Maharashtra is

hereby pleased to promulgate the following Ordinance, namely :—

1. (1) This Ordinance may be called the Maharashtra Public Trust
(Amendment) Ordinance, 2020.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. In the title of }Chapter VIII .of the Maharashtra Public Trust Act,
1950 (hereinafter referred to as “the principal Act”), after existing words

following words shall be inserted, namely:-

“and Epidemic Disease Relief Fund & Disaster Relief Fund”

3. After section 57 of the principal Act, the following section shall be

inserted, namely:—

“57A. Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act, there shall
be established a separate Epidemic Disease Relief Fund & Disaster
Relief Fund, in the event of invoking provisions of the Epidemic
Disease Act, 1897, upon cutbreak of any dangerous epidemic
disease or occurrence of any disaster as contemplated in section
2(d) of the Disaster Management Act, 2005 in the State. The Fund
shall vest in the Charity Commissioner. The Public Trusts, subject
to exemption by the State Government by a general or special
order, shall contribute the percentage of its Gross Annual Income,
as prescribed.”

4. In sub-section (2) of section 84 of the principal Act, after clause

(v-1) following clause shall be inserted, nemzaiy:-

“(v-2). For the quantum of percentage to be contributed by the
Public Trusts towards Epicemic Disease Relief Fund & Disaster
Relief Fund and for the fransfer of the said Fund by the Charity
Commissioner to the Chief Minister felief Fund.”

5. Sub-section (3) of section 84 of the principal Act, shall be
amended, namely:-
“Except when the rules are made under section 57A, all rules made

under this section shai! be subject to the condition of previous
publication.” ‘
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6. (1) If any difficulty arises in giving effect to the provisions of the
principal Act; as amended by, this Ordinance, the State
Government may, as occasion arises, by an order published in the
Official Gazette, do anything not inconsistent with the provisions
of the principal Act, as amended by this Ordinance which appears
to it to be necessary or expedient for the purpose of removing the
difficulty.

(2) Every order made under sub-section (1) shall be laid, as soon
as may be, after it is made, before each house of the State

Legislature.
